When you're rushing to fit in soccer training, swimming and music lessons, it can be hard to keep hold of the mag-
ic stare-into-space, muck-about moments in children's lives. 

Whether it involves hiding in a cardboard box or sitting in a tree, those free afternoons can provide the space for 
ideas and the imagination to run wild, building life skills that some believe are overlooked in a search for sports 
trophies, concert performances and academic excellence. 

"The over-scheduling is a problem not only in its own right – kids get tired and their parents get tired rushing them 
from one thing to another – it's also a downside that children aren't learning the skills that are important in the ear-
ly childhood and primary years." 

Simple pleasures of free play 
Allowing free time for children to play on their own, making up games and activities, can help kids to be comforta-
ble in their own company, teach them how to cope with boredom and importantly, foster their imagination. Kathy 
calls it emotional resilience.
